In addition to presenting practical suggestions 
on how to start a native food garden, Kat 
provided motivation in the form of delicious 
salads, side dishes, and deserts made from 
native plants. Kat’s mesquite pecan cookies, 
yucca flower freschetta spread, and cattail 
salad were especially outstanding.  
 
Kat’s five most important garden suggestions 
are: 
  

1. Group plants according to their water 

needs. 

2. Use drought tolerant or native plants. 

These can be grown in raised beds, or 

even in containers. 

3. Install sprinklers, drip emitters, and 

timers. 

4. Improve your soil with compost. 

5. Use mulch to reduce water use and 

prevent weeds.

He led tours for school 
children, and eventually he served as the 
FAVIM Board President from January 2005 to 
December 2010. While he was president, the 
museum was closed for renovation. During this 
period the Board produced a book about the 
history of the Indian Museum which was 
published just before it reopened in 2010. Its is 
still sold in the museum gift shop.  
 
Before his work at the Indian Museum, Cy lived 
a very full life. He served in the US Navy in 
1943 and eventually graduated from Tulane 
University. This is where he met his wife, 
Jodie. They had a long 67-year marriage. Jodie 
was also a member on the FAVIM Board until 
they both moved out of the area.  
 
He will be missed by his family, friends, and all 
who knew him.
